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You are welcome!  Anyone with questions about who God is and how God works in their lives will find a home in the Episcopal Church, and many people with whom to share questions and journeys.   The fundamentals of the Episcopal Church are Scripture, Tradition and Reason and using those fundamentals, we gather for worship, to hear and relate the Word of God found in the Bible to our daily lives.





We Believe  Episcopalians believe in God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit, who created us, redeems us and never lets us go.  We believe God is the source of all life.   We believe that Jesus died to save us, to bring us into new life with God.  We know that God’s love is present in the world today and with us always.  We believe in the church as the body of Christ, one that is holy, catholic (universal), and apostolic, continuing the teaching of Jesus through the apostles to this day.   We believe that all baptized persons are called to share in the ministry of Jesus.





We Celebrate as a family  We celebrate the love of God shown to us in the life, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.  We celebrate our continuing life together through worship, prayer and sacraments. The primary act of worship in the Episcopal Church is the celebration of the Eucharist, also called Holy Communion or the Lord’s Supper.   And after Sunday services, we linger over coffee hour to catch up with each other.   We also frequently get together informally just for fun with potluck lunches and monthly dinners at each other’s homes.  We call each other our church family – and we truly are a family!





We Learn   Three of our congregations offer Church school on Sunday mornings.  We’ve watched our children enjoy each other, perform pageants, go Christmas caroling, go fishing together, learn how to serve as acolytes and grow together.  For adults, there’s Bible study on Tuesday evenings.

We’re part of a worldwide community  The Episcopal Church is part of the Anglican Communion, a fellowship of over 35 million Christians.  We’ve been on the American continent since the 1600s and became independent from the Church of England after the American Revolution.  We have three orders of ordained clergy: bishops, priests and deacons, each with its own functions. Our organizational structure is the Diocese, a group of congregations in a geographic area, led by a Bishop.  (“Episcopal” comes from the Greek word for bishop.)  Members of our parishes are also active in diocesan activities, including Episcopal Church Women, diocesan committees and diocesan convention.
